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Arieli Discusses Peace On Visit to Canada
Col. (ret,) Shaul Arieli completed a successful three-city tour of Canada on behalf of
CFPN in the first week of June. The Ashkelon-born peace advocate visited Toronto,
Ottawa and Montreal, discussing the prospects for peace in the Middle East under the
Netanyahu Government.
